Daley’s Scenic Park Tract Walk

This walk, depending upon pace, will take between 1 and 1-1/2 hours. There are a few
steep uphills but it is otherwise not particularly strenuous. Due to the vistas available
from various spots along the walk, it is particularly nice before sunset.

This route was used for one of BPWA'’s “friendly” walks which do not feature prepared

material like the theme walks. The walk covers an area rich in historic and architectural
gems. For background material about the area, refer to the following materials:

ROUTE:
1. Begin from the Hillside School - 1581 LeRoy Ave. (AC #67 bus).
2. Walk west from the Hillside School west on LeRoy, south side of street.

3. Turn LEFT (south) onto Hill Court Steps, down the steps and follow Hill Court west to
Euclid Ave.

4. Turn RIGHT (north) on Euclid. Cross the street at the first cross walk. Continue
north to Vine Lane (bet 1500 & 1496).

5. Turn LEFT (west) onto Vine Lane and continue to Hawthorne Terrace.

6. Turn RIGHT (north) on Hawthorne Terrace and follow around curve to Euclid.
7. Turn LEFT (north) on Euclid and continue to Rose Walk.

8. Turn RIGHT (east) onto Rose Walk and follow it to LeRoy.

9. Turn RIGHT (south) on Le Roy to the La Loma Steps.

10.Turn LEFT (east) on La Loma Steps to Euclid.

11.Turn LEFT (north) and then a quick RIGHT (east) on Buena Vista
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12. Turn RIGHT (south) onto La Loma, crossing Cedar. Cross to the east side of the the
street and ascend Cedar Path.

13. Follow Cedar Path, continue beyond the shared driveway to La Vereda. (pause just
before you reach the street and look to your left (northeast) to see the Temple of the

Wings).

14.Turn RIGHT (south) on La Vereda to La Vereda Steps.

15. (Optional diversion) Bear LEFT ((east) and follow La Vereda past the all the houses
(seemingly up a private drive) until you see a dirt trail on the RIGHT. You can climb
this trail up the Lawrence Berkeley Lab boundary that is surrounded by chain link
fence. Great views. Turn around and head west back to La Vereda Steps.

16.Head west on La Vereda Steps to Virginia, crossing to the south side of the street.

17.Turn RIGHT (west) and head down Virginia to La Loma.

18.Turn LEFT (south) on La Loma to Le Conte, crossing mid-block to the west side of
the street.

19.Turn RIGHT (west) on Le Conte to Le Roy.

20.Turn LEFT (south) on Le Roy to Ridge Rd.

21.Turn RIGHT (west) on Ridge Rd to Euclid.

22.Turn RIGHT (north) on Euclid to Virginia.

23.Turn RIGHT (east) on Virginia to Le Roy.

24.Turn LEFT (north) on Le Roy to Le Roy Steps and proceed to Hilgard.

25.Turn RIGHT (east) on Hilgard Path (north sidewalk) to Le Roy.

26.Turn LEFT (north) on Le Roy to Hillside School.
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
